TRAVEL TIPS 
TO STOCKHOLM

Stockholm has direct air links with a large number of Eu-
ropean and American cities. Arlanda Airport, is on the E4 
highway about 40 km north of Stockholm. 
    At the homepage of the Civil Aviation Authority you 
can check the airlines that are represented in Stockholm. 
Bromma Airport, which handles domestic and some interna-
tional flights, is about 8 km west of Stockholm.
    By  boat,  Stockholm can easily be reached from the 
other Baltic countries by the large passenger and car ferries 
that berth at their own terminals close to the city centre.

How to reach Stockholm from the airport
The simplest way of getting to Stockholm from Arlanda 
Airport is by taking one of the airport coaches that leave 
terminals every 5-10 minutes (the journey takes about 35 
minutes). Right next door to Cityterminalen is the Central 
Station where the conference hotel is located. 
    An alternative is the new airport rail link, the Arlanda 
Express, that rushes you between Arlanda Airport and the 
Central Station in just 20 minutes.

How to reach Stockholm from the ferry terminal
The hotels are easily reached by taxi.
